I. RECOMMENDATION:

Public Hearing #4 to receive input from the Community regarding the Redrawing of District Boundaries for
City-wide Elections, receive a report from Demographer Dave Ely and consideration of final map to be
attached to the Resolution as Exhibit "A".

II. BACKGROUND:

Every ten (10) years, cities with by-district election systems must use new census data to review and, if
needed, redraw district lines to reflect how local populations have changed. This process, called redistricting,
ensures all districts have nearly equal population. The redistricting process for the City of Coalinga must be
completed by April 17, 2022.

The City adopted its current district boundaries on June 14, 2018, when the City Council adopted Ordinance
No. 811. The first election under the districts was November 2018. The current district boundaries are based
on 2010 census data as required by law. The districts must now be redrawn using the 2020 census data and in
compliance with the FAIR MAPS Act, which was adopted by the California legislature as AB 849 and took
effect January 1, 2020.

Under the Act, the Council shall draw and adopt boundaries using the following criteria in the listed order of
priority (Elections Code 21621(c)):

p—

. Comply with the federal requirements of equal population and the Voting Rights Act

. Geographically contiguous

3. Undivided neighborhoods and "communities of interest" (social-economic geographic areas that
should be kept together)

4. Easily identifiable boundaries

5. Compact (do not bypass one group of people to get to a more distant group of people)

6. Shall not favor or discriminate against a political party

Once the prioritized criteria are met, other traditional districting principles can be considered, such as:
1. Minimize the number of voters delayed from voting from 2022 to 2024
2. Respect voters' choices / continuity in office

3. Future population growth

By law, the City must hold at least four (4) Public Hearings that enable community members to provide input



on the drawing of district maps:

At least one (1) hearing must occur before the City draws draft maps

At least two (2) hearings must happen after the drawing of the draft maps

The fourth (4th) hearing can happen either before or after the drawing of the draft maps

City Staff or consultants may hold a public workshop instead of one of the required public redistricting
hearings

To increase the accessibility of these hearings, cities and counties must ake the following steps:

e At least one (1) hearing must occur on a Saturday, Sunday, or after 6:00pm on a weekday

o If aredistricting hearing is consolidated with another local government meeting, the redistricting hearing
portion must begin at a pre-designated time

e Local public redistricting hearing should be made accessible to people with disabilities

The purpose of this Public Hearing is to inform the public about the districting process and to hear from the
community on what factors should be taken into consideration while creating district boundaries. The public
is requested to provided input regarding communities of interest and other local factors that should be
considered while drafting district maps. A community of interest under the relevant Elections Code 21621(c)
is "a population that shares common social or economic interests that should be included within a single
district for purposes of its effective and fair representation."

Possible features defining community of interest might include, but are not limited to:

A. School attendance areas;

B. Natural dividing lines such as major roads, hills, or highways;

C. Areas around parks and other neighborhood landmarks;

D. Common issues, neighborhood activities, or legislative/election concerns; and
E. Shared demographic characteristics, such as:

(1) Similar levels of income, education, or linguistic insolation;
(2) Languages spoken at home; and
(3) Single-family and multi-family housing unit areas.

III. DISCUSSION:

Next Steps

Public Hearing #2, scheduled for March 3, 2022, to seek additional public input and provide direction on criteria
to be considered while drafting district maps. Following that hearing, draft district maps and proposed election
sequencing will be posted to the City's website and available at City Hall.

Public Hearing #3 is scheduled for Thursday, March 17, 2022 at 6:00pm.
Public Hearing #4 is scheduled for Thursday, April 7 at 6:00pm to consider draft maps. Demographer Dave
Ely will be available for questions during these Public Hearings.

Boundaries cannot be adopted earlier than August 1, 2021 and must be adopted before April 17, 2022.

However, the U.S. Census Bureau has indicated they will not release data before September 30, 2021. To
date, the Bureau has not released the data.

No
council district shall be drawn with race as the
predominate factor in violation of the principles
established by the United States Supreme Court in
Shaw v. Reno, 509 U.S. 630 (1993), and its

progeny.



California Criteria for Cities (to the extent practicable and in the following order of
priority):

1. Geographically contiguous (areas that meet only at the points of adjoining
corners are not contiguous. Areas that are separated by water and not
connected by a bridge, tunnel, or ferry service are not contiguous).

2. Undivided neighborhoods and "communities of interest" (Socio-economic
geographic areas that should be kept together for purposes of its effective and
fair representation).

3. Easily identifiable boundaries.

4. Compact (do not bypass one group of people to get to a more distant group of
people).

5. Prohibited: “Shall not favor or discriminate against a political party.”

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COALINGA ADOPTING REVISED
CITY COUNCIL DISTRICT BOUNDARIES PURSUANT TO SECTION 2-1.403
OF THE COALINGA MUNCIPAL CODE

WHEREAS, pursuant to Elections Code 21601, following each decennial federal census the City
Council shall adopt boundaries for all council districts of the City of Coalinga so that the council districts
shall be substantially equal in population as required by the United States Constitution; and

WHEREAS, the City retained Compass Demographics, Inc. to assist with the process of reviewing
the districts and conducting the redistricting process consistent with Elections Code 21601 following the
2020 Federal Decennial Census; and

WHEREAS, the City Council, having deliberated and received public input, desires to adopt
updated City Council district maps to complete the redistricting process according to law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Coalinga as follows:

SECTION 1: Commencing with the November 8, 2022, General Municipal Election, the
boundaries for each of the five (5) City Council Districts are as shown on the attached Exhibit “A” a copy
of which shall be on file in the City Clerk’s office. This Map hereby replaces the map adopted pursuant to
Section 2-1.403 of the Coalinga Municipal Code.

SECTION 2:  If any section, subsection, subdivision, sentence, clause, phrase, word, or portion
of this resolution is, for any reason, held to be invalid or unconstitutional by the decision of any court of
competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this resolution.
The City Council hereby declares that it would have adopted this resolution and each section, subsection,
subdivision, sentence, clause, phrase, word, or portion thereof, irrespective of the fact that any one or more
sections, subsections, subdivisions, sentences, clauses, phrases, words or portions thereof be declared
invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3:  City staff, in conjunction with the Demographer, are hereby authorized and
directed to work with the Fresno County Elections Office/Registrar of Voters who shall prepare all election
ballots consistent with the attached map to conduct any additional acts necessary to complete the
redistricting process in a timely manner and permit implementation of these adopted council districts for the
election to be held on November 8, 2022.

SECTION 4: The City Council districts specified in Exhibit “A” shall remain in effect until
modified.

SECTION 5:  The Mayor shall sign and the City Clerk shall certify to the passage and adoption

of this resolution and shall cause the same, or the summary thereof, to be published and posted pursuant
to the provisions of law and this resolution shall take effect thirty (30) days after adoption.

Good evening,

My name is Taylor Cisneros and I have been a Coalinga native during the
course of my 28 years of life. | am writing today to bring up safety concerns and
hopefully a solution to these concerns. I grew up in the Keck Park area my whole
life and have bought a home within the vicinity of Keck Park to raise my family.
Never in my years around this neighborhood have I witnessed such reckless
driving that has occurred within the past two years.

My parents live right across the street and there isn’t a day where a car
doesn’t peel out of the parking lot going 40+ mph. During the past week, I went on
a walk with my daughter, who is 1.5 years old. My husband and I witnessed over 6
cars within the same time frame racing around the park area. We were almost hit
by a car coming out of Keck Lane during the same time frame. I have done my best
to make a call to dispatch when this occurs, but there is only a certain amount of
time frame where an officer can be on patrol.

My first instance was to contact my very helpful councilman Mr. Adam
Adkinsson to see my options. I asked if there was anything we could do to have
speed bumps installed within the Keck Park area. He informed me that the city
does have a program, which was completely awesome to hear. He was even
generous enough to drop off the paper work on my front doorstep. When reviewing
the paperwork the application process does not seem to be difficult at all. The only
part I was concerned about is the fact that citizens are being asked to fund speed
bumps.

I have created a vision that areas with high traffic areas of children at play,
should have speed bumps installed. Maybe this is something that can be analyzed
by the city to see where the priority is at this time. Coalinga has always been seen
as a safe place, but according to my Facebook post on the Coalinga Citizens page
in regards to the reckless driving that is occurring around Keck Park, this has
actually been happening all over town. There is a high demand for speed bumps
being installed all over town. I had a great number of citizens reaching out to me
willing to do the application process and do whatever it takes to install these speed
bumps.



I am willing to do the paperwork needed to have these speed bumps
installed. The reason I am writing today is to ask our city and our city council to
consider creating funding for speed bumps to be installed in areas that are in need.
I see the task of having citizens fund these bumps causing the loss of willingness to
make this safety matter happen. If it's a matter of signatures, I am willing to knock
on doors and do the dirty work to help get this done. I am a teacher within this
community and I truly fear the lives of the students within our district due to our
drivers not following the law or considering the lives of families and children.
Let’s not wait for the day someone is badly injured or killed by someone who is
being irresponsible. I hope after the reading of this letter, our city and council truly
considers funding this proposal project.

To furnish and install a pre-engineered and fabricated 20' x 40' pavilion structure over a single play structure it
would run between $50,000 - $60,000 dollars.

As an alternative, to furnish and install a fabric shade structure with steel tube supports and concrete footings
over an existing play structure, it would run approximately $35,000.

September 6, 2018, Council was provided with an agenda item to review, approve and waive Ordinance 817
related to commercial vehicle parking in the City of Coalinga. The item was tabled by Council.

January 3, 2019, Council reviewed, approved and waived Ordinance 817 related to commercial vehicle
parking in the City of Coalinga. The Ordinance allowed Council to designate commercial vehicle parking by
Resolution.

February 7, 2019, Council waived the second reading and adopted Ordinance 817 regarding commercial
vehicle parking and did not approve Resolution 3888 designating commercial vehicle parking along the South
shoulder of Pacific Street between Elm and Forest Avenues and the East should of Merced Avenue between
Lucille and Jayne Avenue. That resulted in no designated commercial vehicle parking areas within Coalinga
City limits. Council directed staff to bring back Resolution 3888 with the City-owned superfund site located
at Pacific and Elm to be designated for commercial vehicle parking.

February 21, 2019, staff brought back Resolution 3888 recommending the South shoulder of Pacific Street
between Elm and Forest Avenues and the East should of Merced Avenue between Lucille and Jayne Avenue

as the superfund site was not feasible. Council tabled the item, again, resulting in no designated commercial
truck parking area.

III. DISCUSSION:

To date, commercial vehicles are not permitted to park within Coalinga City limits.

II. BACKGROUND:

(Ord. No. 789, § 2, eff. 1-15-2017)

Sec. 3-9.06. - Penalties.

Any entity that fails to pay the taxes required by this chapter within thirty (30) days after the due date shall pay
in addition to the taxes a penalty for nonpayment in the sum equal to twenty-five (25) percent of the total
amount due. Additional penalties will be assessed in the following manner: ten percent (10%) shall be added
on the first day of each calendar month following the month of the imposition of the twenty-five percent
(25%) penalty if the tax remains unpaid - up to a maximum of one hundred percent (100%) of the tax payable
on the due date. Receipt of the tax payment by the City shall govern the determination of whether the tax is
delinquent. Postmarks will not be accepted as adequate proof of a timely payment.

III. DISCUSSION:

It is requested of the Council to waive late penalty fees for all cannabis companies for Fiscal Year 2021-2022
(the current fiscal year) to allow them to recover from the pandemic. They would still owe all associated
taxes, only the late penalties would be waived.

IV. ALTERNATIVES:

Don’t waive late penalties.

V. FISCALIMPACT:

The fiscal impact to the General Fund could not be determined as the Fiscal Year has not ended and it cannot
be determined which company will owe late fees. Late Penalties are not included in the budget therefore there
is no negative impact to the current year budget.

I. RECOMMENDATION:

Staff is recommending that the Council concur with staff's request to delay the Derrick Reservoir
Rehabilitation Project until October 2023 in order to await a response on potential funding from the State of
CA under the Drought Relief Grant Program.

II. BACKGROUND:

The City has been working diligently on plans and specifications for the Derrick Tank rehabilitation project
and expected to start construction October 1, 2022. The City applied for a drought relief grant in late 2022
for $5.238 Million dollars to rehabilitate the existing tank. Staff was expecting to receive a response from the
California Department of Water Resources (DWR) in spring however, in recent days, the City was advised
from DWR that we may not hear from the state regarding award of funds until later September this year.

III. DISCUSSION:

Due to the recent communication from DWR, staff is recommending holding off on moving to the
bid/construction phase of the project until 2023 (October) in order to see if the City is awarded full/partial
funding for the project. The City is also looking at other funding opportunities that may come up this year
under the federal infrastructure bill as well as adding this project to the federal budget priority list.

Staff is just looking for concurrence from the Council to hold off until next year. The plans and specifications
for the project are at 90% so the project is just about shovel ready.

IV. ALTERNATIVES:

o Continue with construction and finalize plans to 100% and bid project.

V. FISCALIMPACT:

There is no anticipated fiscal impact by waiting one year. Material costs are a variable but it is unknown if
prices will increase or decrease.

I. RECOMMENDATION:

City Council approval of an updated Resolution No. 4036 authorizing signatories for the Affordable Housing
and Sustainable Communities (AHS C) program to develop approximately 4.5 acres of affordable housing at
the corner of Pacific and Elm inclusive of transit, bike and pedestrian improvements.

II. BACKGROUND:

Council approved Resolution No. 3943 with Pacific West Communities, Inc. as the project beneficiary and
according to HCD it should reflect the City of Coalinga instead. Staff made the appropriate changes to the
resolution and has resubmitted to the Council. This action rescinded the prior action taken by Council.

Earlier this year HCD had a few more changes to Resolution 4036 and said changes required Council approval.

III. DISCUSSION:

The award was a result of a joint effort between the City of Coalinga and Central Valley Coalition for
Affordable Housing. The total amount of the Coalinga Award is $20,000,000. The breakdown of the funds is

as follows:

e $11,250,000 for the construction of 76 units of housing that is affordable to families earning 30% to
60% of Area Median Income. The housing will be a “net-zero” energy producer. (Application for Site
Plan is currently under review with the Community Development Department and is anticipated to go
before the Planning Commission in Mid January 2020 for approval).

e $5,000,000 to construct at least .5 miles of new bikeway and over 3,000 linear feet of new sidewalk in
Coalinga. The new bikeways connect key destinations such as schools, parks, and the existing
bikeways.

e $1,200,000 to procure 37 Calvans vanpool vans to take residents of Coalinga Pacific and residents
from anywhere in Coalinga to their agriculture or industrial jobs across the San Joaquin Valley.

e $1,550,000 to procure one electric bus and two Chevy Volts for the Fresno County Rural Transit bus
and ride share program

e $850,000 to install pedestrian, cycling and transit amenities, including street trees, drought tolerant
landscape, street lighting, and intersection striping.

e $50,000 to provide residents of Coalinga Pacific with a free transit pass on Fresno County Rural
Transit for three years.

The changes to the existing resolution have been included in the "redlined" version of the resolution for the



councils consideration.

Because the role of the general plan is to act as a “constitution” for the long-term
physical development of a community and because it is required to be updated periodically to reflect current
circumstances, it is critical that local planning agencies periodically review the general plan and its
implementation. The Progress Report is a tool for monitoring this.

The Progress Report is useful to OPR in a number of ways. The report provides information that
allows OPR to monitor local planning activities and to identify trends in land use planning and decision
making throughout the State of California. This information is critical to OPR to serve in its capacity as
the statewide planning agency.

On March 22, 2022 the Planning Commission, at their regular meeting, recommended approval by
the City Council.

III. DISCUSSION:

The attached General Plan Annual Progress Report has been prepared in accordance with the
suggested Guidelines issued by the Office of Planning and Research.

INTRODUCTION

This report is intended to comply with the requirements of Government Code Section
65400 for the completion of an annual General Plan Progress Report. This report
identifies the status of the City’s General Plan and its progress in its implementation.
This report represents the Community Development activity for planning year 2021.

The City of Coalinga City Council took action to adopt this report on April 7, 2022 at a
regularly scheduled meeting.

Following the presentation of the report, the City Council accepted the report and
authorized the Assistant City Manager to forward the report and minutes indicating
acceptance to the Office of Planning and Research and the California Department of
Housing and Community Development.

COMPREHENSIVE GENERAL PLAN UPDATE 2025

The City adopted its Comprehensive Update to its General Plan (2005-2025) in July of
2009. The update included a full update to the Land Use, Open Space, Safety/Noise,
Circulation, and Public Facilities Elements. In 2012 the City completed its
comprehensive zoning ordinance update to be in conformity with the recently adopted
General Plan. In 2012 the City of Coalinga secured a Sustainable Communities Prop 84
Grant and worked in 2013 to produce an administrative draft and adopted the
comprehensive update on September 5, 2014.

The City of Coalinga continues to actively implement the policies of the General Plan
including the goals, policies and programs of the Housing Element. The following
represents the progress the City has made towards implementing the General Plan and
Housing Element during the Calendar Year 2021 reporting period. The information to
follow is organized to correspond with the elements of the Coalinga General Plan.



LAND USE ELEMENT

AMENDMENTS
There were no amendments to the Land Use Element during Calendar Year 2021.

PROGRESS TOWARDS MEETING THE GOALS AND GUIDING PRINCIPALS OF THE LAND USE
ELEMENT

e The City is working to secure funding to update various sections of the land use
element to reflect the current polices and direction the City of Coalinga is moving.

e Staff is continuing to update zoning regulations to ensure consistency with the
General Plan and its land use policies and implementation measures. The City
began a 5-year zoning code amendment to review and update the City’s zoning
code.

OPEN SPACE AND CONSERVATION ELEMENT

AMENDMENTS
There were no amendments to the Open Space and Conservation Element during 2021.

PROGRESS TOWARDS MEETING THE GOALS AND GUIDING PRINCIPALS OF THE OPEN SPACE
AND CONSERVATION ELEMENT

e The zoning codes open space regulations provide for both private and public projects
(OSC1-2.2).

e The new zoning code included Development and Implementation of a Resource
Extraction Overlay District (Goal OSC-4).

CIRCULATION ELEMENT

AMENDMENTS
There were no amendments to the Circulation Element during Calendar year 2021.

PROGRESS TOWARDS MEETING THE GOALS AND GUIDING PRINCIPALS OF THE CIRCULATION
ELEMENT

e Cambridge Ave Signalization — UNDER CONSTRUCTION
The city was awarded a Highway Safety Improvement Grant (HSIP) to signalize the
intersections of EIm and Cambridge. This project is expected to increase safety for
pedestrians as well as control congestion during peak traffic time frames. Project
was under construction in 2021 and is expected to be complete in in Spring of 2022.



e Various ADA Improvements in the Downtown District and Neighborhoods — ON
GOING

The City Council has shown commitment to bi-annual ADA improvement projects in
order to improve accessibility within the commercial core of the City. The
improvements include new sidewalks where none exist, curb ramps and alley
approaches. The council has made a commitment to the community on a bi-annual
basis to budget $100,000 towards the implementation of the City’s ADA transition
plan.

e Polk Street Rehabilitation - COMPLETE
The City rehabilitated Polk street with new paving, pedestrian crossings (w/ RRFB’s).
This project was completed in 2021.

e Various Maintenance Projects — ONGOING
The City is continuing its efforts maintain a reliable circulation system within the City
by focusing efforts towards street maintenance and rehabilitation (overlay,
reconstruction, sidewalks, lighting and cross walks (RRFB’s)). Sources of funding
come from, local street funds, tax measures, SB1 and grants.

Active Transportation Plan

In 2017 the City approved an Active Transportation Plan (ATP) to further the goals,
polices and implementation measures of the General Plan. The Coalinga Active
Transportation Plan provides a strategy for the development of a comprehensive
bicycling and walking network throughout Coalinga, as well as strategy for support
facilities and education, encouragement, enforcement, and evaluation programs. It
includes a Trails Master Plan that provides a strategy for the development of Class |
shared-use paths or trails in and surrounding Coalinga. The Safe Routes to School Plan
provides a strategy for the City and Coalinga-Huron School District to partner and
provide safer and accessible routes to and from school for all travel modes, focusing on
walking and bicycling, through a series of project and programmatic recommendations.

Active Transportation Projects

e Sidewalk Gap and Safe Routes to School Project's (ATP_Cycle 3). The City
completed various walking and biking projects to enhance safety for pedestrians and
bicyclist in and around the schools for kindergarten through high school. Funding
was secured from Active Transportation Program funds, Congestion Mitigation Air
Quality (CMAQ) Grants and Parks Grants.

o Multi-Use Trails Projects (ATP Cycle 4 & CMAQ). The City applied and was awarded
funds for segments 10-14 and a portion of segments 9, 4 and 3 of the multi-use trails
master plan for walking and biking to provide alternative forms of transportation and
recreation for the community. These projects have funding authorization and are
currently undergoing CEQA and Preliminary Design. These projects are funded
through the State of CA Active Transportation Program and CMAQ Funds.

All of the proposed street improvements projected in the upcoming year will help meet
the goal of providing a balanced, safe and efficient circulation system that includes cars,
public transportation, bicycles and pedestrians with the mind set of anticipated growth
(Goal C1).



These transportation projects also help in maintaining and improving the City’s existing
circulation and transportation facilities. Through the budget process and street
maintenance planning, the City has been able to identify the necessary improvements
within the planning area that will have the highest level of impact.

SAEETY, AIRQUALITY AND NOISE ELEMENT

AMENDMENTS

There were no amendments to the Safety, Air Quality and Noise Element during
Calendar year 2021.

PROGRESS TOWARDS MEETING THE GOALS AND GUIDING PRINCIPALS OF THE SAFETY, AIR
QUALITY, AND NOISE ELEMENT

Noise
¢ Due to the nature of the guiding and implementing policies of the Noise Element,
efforts to implement this Element of the General Plan are on-going in nature.

Projects are reviewed on a case-by-case basis for adverse noise impacts to the
environment and sensitive receptors.

e Performance Standards have been included into the new zoning ordinance to
address noise related impacts due to new development such as noise or acoustical
studies, sound walls, and other attenuation measures.

o When projects are brought before the City, staff carefully reviews projects for
potential noise impacts to surrounding properties.

e In 2021, the City continued to collect school fees upon issuance of building permits
for development projects in accordance with State law.

Utilities

¢ In 2021, the City continued to work closely with project applicants and service utilities
to ensure that there is adequate capacity to serve all new and existing areas of
Coalinga.

e The City of Coalinga raised water and sewer rates in order to increase revenues to
support the ongoing water and sewer operations of the City including the issuance of
a $6M Water and Wastewater Bond for major improvements to the City’s
infrastructure.

e The City has approved and maintained and implemented the following utility master
plans in order to guide and ensure the capacity to serve new growth area identified
by the General Plan:

a. Wastewater Master Plan, Water Master Plan, Storm Water Master Plan,
Natural Gas Master Plan

e The City of Coalinga is currently working on several water and sewer infrastructure

projects to enhance the reliability of the City’s wastewater and water treatment
facilities.

Housing Element 2015-2023 (GPA)

The City of Coalinga collaborated with (12) twelve Fresno County Jurisdictions to
develop a Multi-Jurisdictional Housing Element which served as the regional housing
document that effectively acts as the State-mandated housing element for all
participating jurisdictions. Participating jurisdictions included Fresno County, Clovis,
Coalinga, Fowler, Huron, Kerman Kingsburg, Mendota, Parlier, Reedley, San Joaquin,
Sanger, and Selma.

The Multi-Jurisdictional Housing Element was a single document, made up of two
sections: 1) the main body, which described demographics, housing needs, resources,
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and constraints at a regional level and included goals and policies common to all
participating jurisdictions; and 2) individual appendices, which contained details for each
jurisdiction (i.e., sites inventory, governmental constraints, evaluation of existing Housing
Element) and individual implementation programs for Coalinga.

e In 2016, the City of Coalinga adopted its Housing Element and is currently HCD
Compliant. Pursuant to Government Code Section 65400, the City Council is
required to prepare an annual report on the status and progress in implementing the
City’s housing element using forms and definitions adopted by the Department of
Housing and Community Development. The housing report will be completed and
submitted via electronic transmission at HCD’s website.

¢ The City completed the RHNA Process in 2021 with the anticipation of undertaking a
Multi-Jurisdictional Housing Element for Cycle 6.

RESOLUTION NO. 4077

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COALINGA URGING THE INCREASE
OF DOMESTIC OIL PRODUCTION TO REPLACE RUSSIAN OIL AND GAS IMPORTS

WHEREAS, in the State of California, most all vehicle miles traveled are powered by fossil fuels, and
Coalinga’s agriculture and transportation industries are being severely impacted from current fuel and energy
prices. The current crisis is driving up costs for production, warehousing, and shipping, and impacting the
price of food and every other good shipped locally and nationwide, further accelerating record inflation rates;
and

WHEREAS, since 2019 U.S. crude oil production has decreased by more than 1.1 million barrels
per day to 11.6 million barrels per day. In the State of California oil production has fallen to only 501,000
barrels per day, less than one third of statewide consumption. California’s policies that ban hydraulic
fracturing and seek to phase out fossil fuels have placed California and the nation at large at the mercy of
foreign energy markets; and

WHEREAS, Fresno County oil production creates hundreds of high-paying skilled-trade jobs and
generates $389 million in economic output; and

WHEREAS, Coalinga oil is cleaner and more efficient to produce, transport and refine than foreign
sources of oil and is critical to energy reliability and security in the face of global conflict. Oil producers are
eager to expand production on available leases but will only be able to act quickly through cooperation of
local, State of California, and Federal agencies.

WHEREAS, oil production in Coalinga was 6.0 million barrels of oil in 2019, 5.5 million barrels in
2020, and 4.9 million barrels in 2021; and

WHEREAS, based on 2019 data, Coalinga was the 9th largest oil producing field in California and
the third largest outside of Kern County; and

WHEREAS, oil fields in Coalinga have been in production since 1888 and the time has come to
increase production.

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY OF COALINGA RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

1. To support the embargo of oil and gas imports from the nation of Russia and its territories
for the duration of their hostilities against the nation of Ukraine; and

2. To urge State and Federal representatives to assist in expansion of domestic oil production
within the City of Coalinga, Fresno County, the State of California, and other U.S. states and territories to
supplement the energy supply for American consumers, to alleviate fuel prices, and bolster American energy
security.

I. RECOMMENDATION:

City Council adoption of Resolution No. 4079 confirming the City's participation in the the 6th Cycle Multi-
Jurisdictional Housing Element.

II. BACKGROUND:

California housing element law requires every jurisdiction to prepare and adopt a housing element as part of
their required general plans. It’s typical for each jurisdiction to prepare its own separate general plan and
housing element. However, in 2016, 13 of the 16 jurisdictions in Fresno County, including the City of
Coalinga, with help from Fresno COG, prepared a multi-jurisdictional 5th cycle housing element. This was
unique, and helped a number of local cities become compliant with their housing element for the first time in
years. Compliance is important as many grants and funding opportunities require a current housing element.

The 6th cycle housing elements are now underway and must be submitted to the state for certification by the
end of 2023. While legislative changes have increased the cost and complexity of the housing element since
the 5th cycle, there are some advantages in pursuing a joint effort. Local jurisdictions in Fresno County have
again requested Fresno COG hire a consultant to be paid for by participating member agencies.

The housing element is a state required element of the General Plan and is required by law to be completed
every 8 years. There are defiantly benefits to making sure the housing element is completed each cycle and in-
time such as eligibility for grant funding. Unfortunately, the consequences for inaction reach far and the state
has issued specific guidance to Cities on the consequences of falling short in adopting or otherwise
complying with housing elements. This ranges from legal suits, loss of permitting authority, financial penalties
and court receivership. The attached document by Fresno COG provides in more detail the consequences of
non-compliance which could have significant impacts on the City.

Staff has been engaged in the ongoing effort with member agencies to develop a plan to undertake the 6th
cycle housing element just like the 5th cycle. As cost is the most significant issue related to this planning
document, the MJ approach is the most cost effective way to complete this document.

Challenges of 6th Cycle Housing Elements
e New legislation increases the level of analysis, community engagement, new requirements for suitable
sites inventory, and a robust analysis and requirements related to fair housing
o This leads to a substantial commitment in cost and staff time
e Need to start ASAP (due Dec. 2023, and this typically takes 18-24 months to prepare)
e The housing element update will trigger other required general plan updates: safety element (SB 379)



and environmental justice element (SB 1000)

Opportunities with a Multi-jurisdictional Effort
e Economies of scale: the required background report, standardized policies and programs, CEQA
compliance, and a combined community engagement effort will save jurisdictions time and money.
o Compliance with housing element law for jurisdictions that may not have the staff or funding to pursue
an individual housing element.
e A cohesive approach to addressing new requirements and coordination with HCD, the state agency in
charge of certifying the housing element.

It was estimated, through discussions with several consultants, that the total consultant contract is going to be
approximately $2 million, with the estimated cost for each of the thirteen small cities approximately $115,000,
and $180,000 for the City of Fresno and the County. Fresno COG will act as a fiscal agent so that
participating jurisdictions do not need to provide their share of the funding up front. Fresno COG will begin
requesting reimbursement monthly after July 1, 2022 in order for the City to budget for the expense.

On February 3, 2022 the Council directed staff to bring back a formal resolution and MOU (changed to a
cost sharing agreement) in order to participate in this effort including submitting a $10,000 deposit to Fresno
COG to begin the effort and confirmation of commitment. That will be the only expense prior to the 2023
budget and staff budgeted $15,000 in this fiscal year as it was expected there may be some housing element
expenses prior to the FY2023.

III. DISCUSSION:

Staff has attached a copy of the participating resolution with cost sharing agreement. The updated total
contribution from the City, since the last meeting, will be $121,296.00. This amount, minus the $10,000
deposit will be budgeted in the 2023 fiscal year budget.

IV. ALTERNATIVES:

o In staffs opinion, there is no alternative other than pursuing the housing element on our own which
would be significantly higher in cost and increased staff time, which staff does not recommend, as the
MJ approach is far more cost effective and efficient for smaller jurisdictions. The consequences of
doing non-compliance will have significant impacts on the City's ability to control land use as well as
could have financial impacts beyond that of the cost of the element itself.

V. FISCALIMPACT:

The City's share of the Housing Element development will be $121,296.00 (minus the 10K deposit) which will
be budgeted in the 2023 FY budget from the community development budget. The only cost within this fiscal
year is the $10,000 deposit needed from COG to begin the solicitation process and provide a level of
commitment from the participating jurisdictions. The community Development F Y2022 budget has $15,000
budgeted for the housing element since it was expected there may be partial costs in this fiscal year.

I. RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Council reject the claim for damages presented by Bonnie Wikler.

II. BACKGROUND:

Mrs. Wikler filed a claim with the City of Coalinga (see attached) on March 17, 2022 for damage to personal
property. The claim was sent to George Hills Company for review. After review and investigation of the claim
it was determined the City Sewer Main did not cause the backup in her home.

III. DISCUSSION:

Staff is recommending a rejection of the claim since the city maintenance worker who initially responded to
the call for service verified that the city main line was flowing fluently inside both the upstream and
downstream manholes in between which claimant’s property lies. The Maintenance Worker decided to jet the
line as a courtesy to the property owner to show that the line was clear and no solid waste was pulled from
the manhole during the jetting process. Additionally, there were no other residents affected, which would also
indicate that the blockage was in the private property owner’s lateral. Lastly, the upstream manhole sits lower
than Ms. Wikler’s lateral; therefore, if the blockage was in the City’s main line, sewage would have first
backed up from that manhole, which it did not. The plumber Ms. Wikler hired was on site the next morning.

This claim is inclusive of a subrogation demand from National General in the amount of $5,000.

IV. ALTERNATIVES:

Accept claim as presented by Bonnie Wikler (staff does not recommend).

V. FISCALIMPACT:
The fiscal impact will be determined by Council’s decision.

Estimates provided as of 03/17/2022 are $56,142.31, inclusive of $5,000 from National General for their
limited coverage paid towards this claim.

City Water Sewer Line Backup

On the evening of Thursday, March 10, 2022 at around 6:30PM, there was a strong odor and
a sound of bubbling coming from somewhere in our home. We walked into the kitchen and
found there was sewer water coming down the hallway towards my kitchen. My husband
rushed to get the wet/dry vacuum and placed towels around toilet and doors leading to
bedroom across the hall and leading into our laundry room and pantry. As my husband yelled
“call a plumber!” | called Moreno’s Plumbing who is a Licensed Professional plumber in our
area. He answered the phone and asked the question, were you running the dishwasher or
washing cloths or using any water? | replied, no water was running at that time, we were just
watching TV. The plumber then said, go to the other bathrooms to see what is going on. |
saw there was sewer water coming up through the showers in both of the other bathrooms
and the toilet was overflowing. Mr. Moreno the plumber said call to the Police since they
have access to emergency services to have someone come out and clear the main located in

your alley.

After hanging up with the plumber, | called the Police department and informed the person
who answered the phone to please help us and locate the city emergency utilities staff. Our
plumber has said to call the Police, due to sewer water coming into our home and all of our
toilets are overflowing and sewer water is coming up through our showers. We need help
please.

Coalinga utilities worker staff arrived shortly after | called the Police Department.

Once the City worker arrived he said nothing is wrong with the main. |told him a few months
ago there was sewer water coming down the alley towards our home. | had to called the City.
The worker said, “Oh we fixed that situation.” | replied well | guess it was not fixed because
we have sewer water coming into our home and sewer water flowing out of our toilets and
showers. He returned with a larger truck and he used the equipment on the larger truck. After
the City staff cieared the main all the sewer overflow issues ended in our home. This would
tell me that it was the city main that caused the problem.

That evening, | emailed the city manager to inform her of what was happening and requested
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a claim form, to file a claim with the city for the damages to my home due to sewage back
flow that was caused by a city main issue. | also filed an insurance claim with my Home
Owners Insurance. My Insurance Adjustor sent a Licensed professional abatement/mitigation
company, ALM Environmental, to remove the sewer damaged items in my home. This would
include any and all materials that are porous in nature and came into contact with the high
bacteria water of a sewage back flow. These material will include; baseboards, Sheetrock,
vanities, laminate flooring, carpet, insulation, etc. As of 3/16/22 all of the emergency water
mitigation has been completed in order to at least stabilize the situation and make it more
safe to remain in the home. Further demolition is needed in order to bring the home back to
pre loss conditions. An estimate for the remaining work is being created by ALM
environmental. They will have that ready to send to me and the city by the end of the day
today. This estimate will reflect what has been done and what is still needed.

The Plumber arrived early in the AM and did a thorough check of our toilets, showers and ran
water in all showers and found no clog of our line. The licensed plumber has determined that
the main sewer caused the sewer backup in our home. My home owner Insurance has
referred me to Olsen Construction for repairs due to the abatement/mitigation of sewer water
that backed up and has contaminated my home.

I. RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Coalinga City Council Award a Contract in the amount of $568,168.00 to HBC
Enterprises, 1840 Shaw Ave., Suite #105-08, Clovis, CA 93611 for the Coalinga Fire Department On-site
Improvements Project. It is also recommended that a contingency of 10% ($56,816.80) be included in the
Council action to cover any unforeseen incidentals for a total authorization amount of $624,984.80.

II. BACKGROUND:

In April 2021, the Coalinga City Council directed staff to prepare engineering plans and specifications and
authorized a call for bids for the Coalinga Fire Department On-site Improvements Project. The primary
scope of work includes on-site improvements to the City of Coalinga Fire Department located at 300 Elm
Ave, Coalinga, CA 93210. The work entails but is not limited to: construction surveying, tree and landscaping
removal, demolition of existing concrete improvements, excavation of existing asphalt concrete parking lot
and grading and compaction of subgrade, placement of aggregate base, construction of fiber reinforced
Portland cement concrete parking lot, perimeter block wall, vehicle cantilever gate and pedestrian gate with
access control, construction of generator pad and installation/connection of 100KW stand-by generator, site
lighting, miscellaneous electrical work for ambulance shore power connections, and placement of striping and
signage. Contractor shall note that the Coalinga Fire Department is to remain operational throughout the
entirety of construction.

III. DISCUSSION:

City Staff received and opened four (4) bids for this project on March 24, 2022, at 2:00pm. HBC
Enterprises, was the apparent low bidder with a total bid proposal of $568,168.00. The Engineer’s Estimate
was $324,560.00. The entire bid summary is included as Attachment “A”. HBC Enterprises has furnished the
required bid bond. If the City Council decides to award the project to HBC Enterprises, and the “Notice to
Proceed” is issued, the contractor will have 50 working days to complete the work. The following is a
tentative schedule:

Award of Contract: April 7, 2022
Start of Construction: April 25, 2022
Completion of Construction: June 27, 2022

IV. ALTERNATIVES:



The alternative to this council action would be to reject all bids. If all bids are rejected, the City would have
to re-advertise or cancel the project. Staff believes that re-advertising the project will not result in lower bids.

V. FISCALIMPACT:

Total authorization request for this contract is $568,168.00 with an additional 10% contingency of $56,816.80
for a total of $624,984.80. This item was budgeted for FY 21-22. It was approved by Council at an estimated
cost of $421,955.00 at the April 1, 2022 Council meeting. The project bids results have come in $146,213 above
the initial engineers estimate due to adding the completion of the station generator installation to the scope of
work as well as rising supply cost. The additional cost will be covered by the IGT fund balance. The current
IGT fund balance is approximately 4.8 million and ca support this project.

Staff recommends authorizing American Office Solutions to Install a security system at the water treatment
plant.

II. BACKGROUND:

In 2019, Public Works requested bids from various vendors for a camera security system at the water
treatment plant. These bids were not attractive, and as such we began to look to alternatives. Now, staff has
been working with American Office Solutions to provide a quote for these services.

III. DISCUSSION:

The water treatment facility is located in a remote area, and as such is at great risk for vandalism or worse.
The system will be comprised of 18-1880p cameras with a 180-degree field of view. These will be
strategically placed to provide optimum coverage.

The project also includes a wireless link between the water treatment facility and city hall. The benefit of this
is three-fold. The connection will provide the water plant with a stable internet connection surpassing its

current network, the connection will allow the Police Department as well as Public Works staff to monitor the
plant remotely, and the plant will be able to utilize the same phone system as city hall.

IV. ALTERNATIVES:
e Find other vendors to provide this service
o Continue the status quo (nothing).

V. FISCALIMPACT:

A quote is provided in the attachments. The price will be $52,761.53. This is a budgeted item, and will be
billed to 501-503-84030 (Water Plant Building Repairs and Maintenance).

The installation of the required networking gear will allow two different services to be discontinued. The
phone VOIP, valued at $61.03 per month, and Unwired Broadband valued at $200.00 per month. This is



roughly a $3,120.00 savings per year.

I. RECOMMENDATION:

This was a future agenda item requested by Mayor Ramsey and Councilman Adkisson to create an outdoor
cultivation tax at a rate of $1.00 per square foot of canopy. A resolution (No. 4078) has been attached for
Council's consideration if they so choose to amend the rate.

II. BACKGROUND:

In August 2021, Councilman Adkisson had requested that City staff investigate cultivation tax rates for both
indoor and outdoor facilities. He also requested that staff investigate the possibility of a tiered rate structure.
Staff provided information in a report to allow the Council to provide direction to staff to see if they would
like to proceed with an amendment to the City’s Cultivation tax structure. Council chose not to proceed with
amending the tax rates at the time.

III. DISCUSSION:

After reviewing the data from GR A, staff made some determinations to assist the City Council in determining
if they would like to proceed with a change i the tax structure for outdoor commercial cultivation.

Outdoor Cultivation: Tax rates and basis are all over the table as it relates to outdoor cultivation rates in
California. There were 38 jurisdictions identified in the data that had rate structures in place for outdoor
cultivation. It was about a 50/50 split among City/County jurisdictions. As it relates to square foot basis tax
rates, they range from $0.41 (City of Adelanto) to $13.20 (City of Long Beach) per square foot. In contrast,
gross receipts rates range from 2% (City of Santa Barbara) to 10% (City of San Bruno). Staff did not see
any data that had tiered rates for taxes other than Mendocino County that has a minimum fee or the greater of
2.5% gross receipts however, this rate structure does not represent a true tiered rate structure.

The request from Councilman Adkisson is to set the outdoor cultivation rate at $1.00 per square foot of
canopy. The attached resolution reflects $1.00 per square foot. Staff also provided an alternative resolution
that includes a tiered rate that is discussed in the alternatives section of this report.

IV. ALTERNATIVES:

e Counclil can direct staff to revise the attached resolution to another rate.



e Council can choose not to act on this item.

e Optional Tiered rate approach: It was requested that staff consider a tiered rate structure for
outdoor cultivation. Here is an example as to how the Council could approach this (a resolution has
been provided for this approach if the council so chooses):

Outdoor Cultivation

Tier 1: $1.00 per square foot for the first three (3) acres of canopy.
Tier 2: $0.75 per square foot for all canopy beyond three (3) acres.

V. FISCALIMPACT:

A reduction in current tax rates would effect the anticipated revenue generated from cultivation operators
based on the present tax rate. Currently, the City has one outdoor cultivation operator. They currently pay
$7.00 per square foot of canopy which totals $477,568.00 per year (based on 68,224 square feet of canopy)
and with the change the tax collected would be reduced to $68,224.00. However, staff agrees that the $7.00
per square foot tax on outdoor cultivation is not currently sustainable and the City risks losing this revenue
altogether if a reduction is not made.

If the alternative tiered approach were to be adopted the tax collected would further be reduced to $62,058.00.

I. RECOMMENDATION:

This was a Future Agenda Item request by Councilman Adkisson. Staff is providing the information
provided by Councilman Adkisson with some additional suggestions for developing this program.

II. BACKGROUND:
The plan proposes a Lawn to Garden Pilot Program that is described as follows:

Through the Lawn to Garden Rebate Program, the City will pay $1 per square foot, up to 1,500 square feet
per property, for homeowners to remove lawns and replace them with water-efficient landscapes.

Rules:

1. You cannot pave your yard with concrete.

2. No more than 35% of the project can consist of rocks.

3. There is a timeline to follow, which includes an application, a consultation with a City staff member,
and about 120 days to complete the project, subject to approval.

4. One of three methods must be used to remove lawn: (1) Solarization, which entails laying a cover of
black plastic over the grass and waiting a month or more for vegetation to die, (2) placing cardboard
over the lawn and covering it with mulch, or (3) using a herbicide such as Round-Up. Anyone using
the third option is advised to be careful and use gloves, boots and other protective equipment.

5. Permitted plants include jasmine, sage, thyme and juniper.

6. Permitted mulch includes shredded bark, compost or aged sawdust.

For this pilot program, 10 homeowners would be selected capping the total program cost at $15,000.
Applications are processed on a first come, first served basis with the first 10 applicants with an approved
project after consulting with a City staff member considered approved for funding.

III. DISCUSSION:

“Cash for Grass” or turf replacement programs are becoming more and more prevalent in this state as well as
others. While their effectiveness varies from program to program, it is generally accepted that they net
approximately a 20% water savings. While this may seem low, please understand that this is an aggregate
value produced by a study in Nevada with a very high sample size. Individual homes may see a much higher
savings.



For example, in Coalinga (utilizing 2020 data), there were 1,064 homes with a median use of 10-20
kgals/month during the summer months. These homes tend to have relatively simple landscaping.
Conversely, there were 133 homes with a median use of 40-50 kgals/month. These homes have a much
denser landscaping and would see a higher return.

This makes it difficult to produce a total water savings figure on an individual basis, but utilizing the
aforementioned figure of 20%, we can produce a useful value vetted by well-educated data scientists.

Again, utilizing the calendar year of 2020 dataset, residential homes consumed approximately 490 million
gallons of water. Applying the 20% reduction, assuming every resident willing to utilize the program has done
so, there is a potential savings of 98 million gallons.

Please be aware that this is derived from a highly successful and well-funded turf replacement program.

Staff has been researching such a program modeled after agencies such as Fresno City and the Southern
Nevada Water Authority. Admittedly, the progress on the program fell off due to focus on other items.
However, much of the work to build a foundational idea has been completed. As such, staff would like the
opportunity to bring a preliminary plan back to city council during the next meeting on April 21 for
consideration.

The program would be somewhat similar to what is being offered to Fresno residents, but molded to fit
Coalinga residents, staff ability, and our own uniqueness.

IV. ALTERNATIVES:

e Adopt the program as proposed in “Background”
o Allow staff to produce a preliminary program to bring back to council for discussion to build upon
what has been provided.

V. FISCALIMPACT:

For the described pilot program, 10 homeowners will be selected capping the total program cost at $15,000.
Applications are processed on a first come, first served basis with the first 10 applicants with an approved
project after consulting with a City staff member considered approved for funding. This would be an
unbudgeted item coming from the water fund.
