I.    RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Coalinga City Council award a Contract in the amount of $521,132.00 to AJ
Excavation, Inc. for the Sacramento - Warthan Street & Various Valley Gutters Improvements. It is also
recommended that a contingency of 10% ($52,113.20) be included in the Council action to cover any unforeseen
incidentals for a total authorization amount of $573,245.20.

II.    BACKGROUND:

On September 19, 2024 the Coalinga City Council approved the City Engineer Task Orders for Design &
Construction Management and the Project Budget to proceed with Construction for the Sacramento Street
Rehabilitation Project.

III.   DISCUSSION:

City Staff received and opened 4 bids for this project on 8/19/2025, at 2:00pm. AJ Excavation, Inc. was the
apparent low bidder with a total bid proposal of $521,132.00. The Engineer’s Estimate was $652,424.00. The
entire bid summary is included as Attachment “A”. AJ Excavation, Inc., has furnished the required bid bond.
If the City Council decides to award the project to AJ Excavation, Inc., and the ”Notice to Proceed” is
issued, the Contractor will have Forty (40) working days to complete the work. The following is a tentative
schedule:
 
Award of Contract:                     September 4, 2025
Start of Construction:                September 29, 2025
Completion of Construction:    November 25, 2025

IV.   ALTERNATIVES:

The alternative to this council action would be to reject all bids.  If all bids are rejected, the City would have
to re-advertise or cancel the project. Staff believes that re-advertising the project will not result in lower bids.

V.    FISCAL IMPACT:

Total authorization request for this contract is $521,132.00 with an additional 10% contingency of $52,113.20
for a total of $573,245.20. The City has an estimated $462,377 from the Road Maintenance and Rehabilitation
Account funds in FY25 as well as carry over SB1 funds from FY24 as well as the use of FY26 funds next year



to support the City's annual road and rehabilitation efforts. There are sufficient funds in SB1 to support this
project. The Valley Gutter component is being funded by Local Street Funds (125-422-98401). 
 
There will be no fiscal impact to the General Fund.

I.    RECOMMENDATION:

Financial Services Director recommends City Council accept the Special Gas Tax Street Fund and Road Maintenance and Rehabilitation
Program for the period of July 1, 2022, through June 30, 2023.

II.    BACKGROUND:

The State apportions funds monthly from the Highway Users Tax Account (HUTA) in the Transportation Tax Fund to cities and counties
for the construction, maintenance, and operation of local streets and roads. The highway users taxes derive from state taxes on the sale of
motor vehicle fuels. In accordance with Streets and Highways Code, cities must establish individual Special Gas Tax Street Funds for the
deposit of their HUTA fund apportionments. Additionally, cities must expend their HUTA fund apportionments only for street-related
purposes in accordance with Article XIX of the California Constitution and Streets and Highways Code.
Senate Bill 1 (Chapter 5, Statutes of 2017), known as the Road Repair and Accountability Act of 2017, created the RMRP to address
deferred maintenance on the state highway system and the local street and road systems. Program funds are apportioned by formula to
eligible cities and counties pursuant to Streets and Highways Code (SHC) section 2032. Article XIX of the California Constitution and
SHC sections 2030 through 2038 provide the requirements for RMRP funding.
The last audit was performed in 2006, where a finding was identified which required an adjustment of $288,437 to the City’s’ accounting
records. The ineligible expenses were related to dirt alley paving projects on alleys that have not been formally designated as part of the
City’s street system; therefore, not eligible for funding under the highway users tax program.

III.   DISCUSSION:

The State Controller’s Office (SCO) audited the City of Coalinga’s (the city) Special Gas Tax Street Fund and the city’s Road
Maintenance and Rehabilitation Program (RMRP) for the period of July 1, 2022, through June 30, 2023.
The audit found that the city accounted for and expended its Special Gas Tax Street Fund and RMRP funds in compliance with
requirements. Additionally, the city complied with its RMRP maintenance-of-effort (MOE) requirements.
In addition, the finding from FY05/06 was resolved.  Through the assistance of Tri-City and staff, we were able to provide documentations
declaring the alleyways as part of the City’s street system at the time of maintenance and construction.

through June 30, 2023. 

• We verified that the components of and changes to fund balances were 

properly computed, described, classified, and disclosed by scheduling 

and analyzing account balances. 

• We reconciled the revenues recorded in the city’s ledger to the balance 

reported in the SCO’s apportionment schedule for the period of July 1, 

2022, through June 30, 2023, to determine whether the city completely 

accounted for HUTA and RMRP fund apportionments that it received. 

• We reviewed the city’s Special Gas Tax Street Fund and RMRP assets 

to ensure that they were properly recorded and identified. 

• We analyzed the system used to allocate interest and determined 

whether the interest revenue allocated to the Special Gas Tax Street 

Fund and the RMRP was fair and equitable, by interviewing key 

personnel and recalculating all interest allocations for the audit period. 

• We reviewed the fund cash and receivables accounts for unauthorized 

borrowing to determine whether unexpended funds were available for 

future street-related expenditures and protected from impairment. 

• We compared the city’s RMRP project list with the list submitted to 

the California Transportation Commission to ensure that actual RMRP 

expenditures were for program projects approved by the California 

Transportation Commission. 
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• We recalculated the city’s MOE contributions to verify that the city 

was in compliance with RMRP MOE requirements. 

• We verified that the expenditures incurred during the audit period 

were supported by proper documentation and eligible in accordance 

with the applicable criteria, by testing all expenditure transactions that 

were equal to or greater than the significant item amount (calculated 

based on materiality threshold), and judgmentally selecting non-

statistical samples of other transactions for the following categories: 

o Special Gas Tax Street Fund  

▪ Services and supplies – We tested $71,591 of $136,114. 

▪ Labor – We tested $4,710 of $212,969. 

o RMRP 

▪ Services and supplies – We tested $69,108 of $80,796. 

 

No errors were found. 

 

We did not audit the city’s financial statements. We limited our audit scope 

to planning and performing audit procedures necessary to obtain 

reasonable assurance that the city accounted for and expended its Special 

Gas Tax Street Fund and its RMRP funds in accordance with the criteria. 

 

We conducted this performance audit in accordance with generally 

accepted government auditing standards. Those standards require that we 

plan and perform the audit to obtain sufficient, appropriate evidence to 

provide a reasonable basis for our findings and conclusions based on our 

audit objectives. We believe that the evidence obtained provides a 

reasonable basis for our findings and conclusions based on our 

audit objectives. 

 

 

Our audit found that the city accounted for and expended its Special Gas 

Tax Street Fund and its RMRP funds in compliance with Article XIX of 

the California Constitution, Streets and Highways Code, and Government 

Code for the period of July 1, 2022, through June 30, 2023. Additionally, 

the city complied with its RMRP MOE requirements. 

 

 

The city has satisfactorily resolved the finding noted in our prior audit 

report for the period of July 1, 2005, through June 30, 2006, issued on 

March 27, 2009.

Cities receive apportionments from the State HUTA, pursuant to SHC sections 2103, 2105, 2106, 2107, 

and 2107.5. The basis of the apportionments varies, but the funds may be used for any street-related 

purpose. SHC section 2107.5 restricts apportionments to administration and engineering expenditures, 

except for cities with populations of fewer than 10,000 inhabitants. Those cities may use the funds for 

rights-of-way and for the construction of street systems. Cities must establish individual Special Gas Tax 

Street Funds for the deposit of their HUTA fund apportionments. 

 

Cities also receive apportionments from the Road Maintenance and Rehabilitation Account of the State 

Transportation Fund, pursuant to SHC section 2032(h). These funds may be used for basic road 

maintenance, rehabilitation, and critical safety projects on local streets and roads systems. Furthermore, 

SHC section 2036 establishes the MOE requirements, which cities must meet annually in order to remain 

eligible for an allocation or apportionment of funds. The city’s required MOE is $0.

George Hills Company recommends the claim be rejected based on Government Code section 835 which
states that public entities can only be held liable if claimant can demonstrate that:

The property was in a dangerous condition at the time of the incident.
The incident was proximately caused by this dangerous condition.
The dangerous condition created a reasonably foreseeable risk of the type of incident incurred. 

IV.   ALTERNATIVES:

Accept the claim as presented by Ruth Enciso for the requested amount of $770.00 (staff does not
recommend).

Taking place on Oct. 10, the General Assembly is comprised of voting delegates 
appointed by each member city; every city has one voting delegate. Your appointed 
voting delegate plays an important role during the General Assembly by representing 
your city and voting on resolutions.  
 
To cast a vote during the General Assembly, your city must designate a voting 
delegate and up to two alternate voting delegates, one of whom may vote if the 
designated voting delegate is unable to serve in that capacity. Voting delegates may 
either be an elected or appointed official. 
 
Action by Council Required. Consistent with Cal Cities bylaws, a city’s voting delegate 
and up to two alternates must be designated by the city council. Please note that 
designating the voting delegate and alternates must be done by city council action 
and cannot be accomplished by individual action of the mayor or city manager alone.   
 
Following council action, please submit your city’s delegates through the online 
submission portal by Wed., Sept. 24. When completing the Voting Delegate submission 
form, you will be asked to attest that council action was taken. You will need to be 
signed in to your My Cal Cities account when submitting the form.  
 
Submitting your voting delegate form by the deadline will allow us time to establish voting 
delegate/alternate records prior to the conference and provide pre-conference 
communications with voting delegates.  
 
Conference Registration Required. The voting delegate and alternates must be 
registered to attend the conference. They need not register for the entire conference; 
they may register for Friday only. Conference registration is open on the Cal Cities 
website.

For a city to cast a vote, one voter must be present at the General Assembly and in 
possession of the voting delegate card and voting tool. Voting delegates and 
alternates need to pick up their conference badges before signing in and picking up 
the voting delegate card at the voting delegate desk. This will enable them to receive 
the special sticker on their name badges that will admit the voting delegate into the 
voting area during the General Assembly.   

Please view Cal Cities’ event and meeting policy in advance of the conference. 

Transferring Voting Card to Non-Designated Individuals Not Allowed. The voting 
delegate card may be transferred freely between the voting delegate and alternates, 
but only between the voting delegate and alternates. If the voting delegate and 
alternates find themselves unable to attend the General Assembly, they may not 
transfer the voting card to another city official.  

Seating Protocol during General Assembly. At the General Assembly, individuals with a 
voting card will sit in a designated area. Admission to the voting area will be limited to the 
individual in possession of the voting card and with a special sticker on their name badge 
identifying them as a voting delegate.  

The voting delegate desk, located in the conference registration area of the Long Beach 
Convention Center in Long Beach, will be open at the following times:  Wednesday, Oct. 
8, 8:00 a.m.-6:00 p.m. and Thursday, Oct. 9, 7:30 a.m.-4:00 p.m. On Friday, Oct. 10, the 
voting delegate desk will be open at the General Assembly, starting at 7:30 a.m., but will 
be closed during roll calls and voting. 

The voting procedures that will be used at the conference are attached to this memo.  
Please share these procedures and this memo with your council and especially with the 
individuals that your council designates as your city’s voting delegate and alternates.

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General Assembly Voting Guidelines 
 
 

1. One City One Vote. Each member city has a right to cast one vote on 
matters pertaining to Cal Cities policy. 

 
2. Designating a City Voting Representative. Prior to the Cal Cities Annual 

Conference and Expo, each city council may designate a voting delegate 
and up to two alternates; these individuals are identified on the voting 
delegate form provided to the Cal Cities Credentials Committee. 

 
3. Registering with the Credentials Committee. The voting delegate, or 

alternates, may pick up the city's voting card at the voting delegate desk in 
the conference registration area. Voting delegates and alternates must sign 
in at the voting delegate desk. Here they will receive a special sticker on 
their name badge and thus be admitted to the voting area at the General 
Assembly. 

 
4. Signing Initiated Resolution Petitions. Only those individuals who are voting 

delegates (or alternates), and who have picked up their city’s voting card 
by providing a signature to the credentials committee at the voting 
delegate desk, may sign petitions to initiate a resolution. 

 
5. Voting. To cast the city's vote, a city official must have in their possession the 

city's voting card and voting tool; and be registered with the credentials 
committee. The voting card may be transferred freely between the voting 
delegate and alternates but may not be transferred to another city official 
who is neither a voting delegate nor alternate. 

 
6. Voting Area at General Assembly. At the General Assembly, individuals with 

a voting card will sit in a designated area. Admission to the voting area will 
be limited to the individual in possession of the voting card and with a 
special sticker on their name badge identifying them as a voting delegate. 

 
7. Resolving Disputes. In case of dispute, the credentials committee will 

determine the validity of signatures on petitioned resolutions and the right of 
a city official to vote at the General Assembly.

General Assembly

General Resolutions Policy Committees

Developing League of California Cities policy is a dynamic process that engages a wide range of members to 
ensure Cal Cities represents cities with one voice. These policies directly guide Cal Cities’ advocacy to promote 
local decision-making, and lobby against statewide policies that erode local control. 

The resolutions process and General Assembly is one way that city officials can directly participate in the 
development of Cal Cities policy. If a resolution is approved at the General Assembly, it becomes official Cal 
Cities policy. Here’s how resolutions and the General Assembly work.

The petitioned 
resolution is an 
alternate method 
to introduce policy 
proposals during 

the annual conference. The 
petition must be signed by 
voting delegates from 10% of 
member cities, and submitted to 
the Cal Cities President at least 
24 hours before the beginning 
of the General Assembly.

Petitioned Resolutions

The Cal Cities 
President assigns 
general resolutions 
to policy committees 
where members 

review, debate, and recommend 
positions for each policy proposal. 
Recommendations are forwarded 
to the Resolutions Committee.   

Who’s who

The Resolutions Committee 
includes representatives 

from each Cal Cities 
diversity caucus, regional 

division, municipal 
department, and policy 

committee, as well as 
individuals appointed by 
the Cal Cities president.

Voting delegates 
are appointed by each 
member city; every city 

has one voting delegate.

The General Assembly is a 
meeting of the collective 

body of all voting 
delegates —one from 

every member city. 

Seven policy committees 
meet throughout the year 
to review and recommend 

positions to take on bills 
and regulatory proposals. 
Policy committees include 
members from each Cal 
Cities diversity caucus, 
regional division, and 

municipal department, 
as well as individuals 

appointed by the Cal 
Cities president.

During the General Assembly, voting delegates 
debate and consider general and petitioned 
resolutions forwarded by the Resolutions 
Committee. Potential Cal Cities bylaws 
amendments are also considered at this meeting. 

Cal Cities policy 
development is a member-

informed process, 
grounded in the voices and 
experiences of city officials 

throughout the state.

Resolutions Committee
The Resolutions 
Committee considers 
all resolutions. General 
Resolutions approved1 by 
either a policy committee 

or the Resolutions Committee are next 
considered by the General Assembly. 
General resolutions not approved, or 
referred for further study by both a 
policy committee and the Resolutions 
Committee do not go to the General 
Assembly. All Petitioned Resolutions 
are considered by the General 
Assembly, unless disqualified.2

During the Annual Conference and Expo

1 The Resolution Committee can amend a general resolution prior to sending it to the General Assembly.
2 Petitioned Resolutions may be disqualified by the Resolutions Committee according to Cal Cities Bylaws Article VI. Sec. 5(f). 
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
